Stephen Kent Jerrell, age 67 of Jasper, Indiana, passed away at 9:35 p.m. on
Friday, June 7, 2019 at home. 

Steve was born in Indianapolis, Indiana on June 12, 1951 to James Luther
and Anna Louise (Tolle) Jerrell.
